Approximately 75% of the Yountville voters voted in favor of the affordable housing measure, so the
community clearly supports this need. I would work to understand how the community and my neighbors
feel the objectives can be best accomplished. I would bring to my representation my bent towards
actionable, economic and practical approaches based on my business experience. I would also bring my
interest in seeing a good balancing of the need for affordable housing and a diverse community with the
goal of maintaining the beauty of the Yountville environment.

My experience on the City of Orinda Planning Commission and legal experience have provided me with a
working knowledge of the legal and policy framework for land use regulation which are part of furthering
affordable housing.
